Zoning administrator’s report
Eric Mach gave the following report:
a) He received an application for a garden craft shop in Spanktown, which will go before the DRB as a conditional use.  Discussion ensued on who is required to write and submit notices to abutters and the media, and to post them in town locations.

b) Stone Valley Byway wants to put up a stone kiosk with maps and information outside the right-of-way in front of the Pawlet post office.  No action required.
Item 3
Questions for Vermont Land Trust
PPC members learned a lot from Joan Allen from the Nature Conservancy last month, and discussed topics to address with Don Campbell from Vermont Land Trust at next month’s meeting.  Topics include what properties have conservation easements on them and what is on the docket to be conserved, as well as a comprehensive map showing these lands.  John Thrasher will invite Don for the June 27 meeting, and request that he bring 10 copies of color maps and of a sample conservation easement.
Item 4
Continued discussion of subdivision regulations
PPC members discussed what the state requirements for local subdivision regulations might be and what other towns such as Tinmouth, Mt. Holly, and Rupert have done.  Fred Stone suggested that a subcommittee be formed to do research and report back to the full PPC, and all agreed with this idea.
