CHECKLIST FOR ZONING PERMIT

1. The owner of the property must sign the application.

- 2. For new construction, a plot plan is required, which must show
frontage on or right of way from public or private road, location of
septic and water, location of work to be done and distances to
adjoining property (all sides).

3. For new construction, a scale drawing is also required, which must
include dimensions including square footage and height.

. For an addition, a plot plan and a scale drawing are required
(details the same as #2 & #3).

. All applications must show zoning district they are in.

6. Submit proper fee and two (2) copies each, of the completed
application, plot plan and scale drawing to Zoning Administrator or
Town Clerk.

. An interested person may appeal any decision by the administrative
officer within 15 days of the date of such decision. This permit
shall not take effect until the time for such appeal has passed.
